
Greener City Fund Community Green Space Grants
Applications are open for round three of the Community Green Space Grants.
All Havering Schools are eligible to apply but please note the deadline to complete an application form is restrictive being Monday 30th September with awarded grant funded projects being awarded in November with gardening works starting from January 2020 and completed by December 2020
Apply for a grant
Do you want to create or improve a green space in your community, and improve Londoners' access to nature? Do you want to make your entire neighborhood greener? Or do you want to green your school playground to improve air quality and create space for natural play? The GLA is looking for projects across the capital that will make our city greener and give Londoners the chance to get involved.
The Community Green Space grants offer funding between £5,000 and £50,000. For smaller projects, Groundwork's Our Space Award offers grants up to £5,000. This year, we have provided additional funds to the Our Space Award for turning grey, hard landscaping areas, into greener spaces 
What can be funded? 
These grants will support local communities to improve and create green space across London, and improve Londoners' access to nature. The sort of activities the grants will support for schools include:
creating a community garden, especially for and with hard to reach groups
greening school playgrounds to create natural play space and protect children from air pollution
installing green sustainable drainage features, such as rain gardens
improving an area for and access to wildlife, including bees and other pollinators
Find out more about last year's funded projects.
CASE STUDY: St Paul’s
Woodland, Hammersmith &Fulham St Paul’s CE Primary School has worked with Trees for Cities to enrich their grounds through tree planting and greening to enhance the natural environment and promote the use of the outdoor space for pupils. The school took part in the Mayor’s air quality audits programme and is located next to two polluted roads. The grounds are designed to reduce children’s exposure to air pollution through appropriate planting.

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Grant Awards
Community Green Space Grants of £5,000 - £50,000 are available. You can apply for: 
small grants from £5,000 - £20,000 
medium grants from £20,001 - £50,000
neighborhoods greening grants from £20,001 - £50,000
Only exceptional projects will be awarded the larger grants. You cannot apply for a grant less than £5,000. For smaller projects, you may be interested in Groundwork's Our Space Award.
